This policy includes an Accelerated Benefit. The receipt of this benefit may be taxable and may
affect your eligibility for public assistance programs such as medical assistance (Medicaid),
family assistance and supplemental security income.

However, if you meet the definition of “terminally ill individual” in
Internal Revenue Code section 101, your accelerated benefit may be non-tazable. You should
consult your personal tax and/or legal advisor before you apply for an Accelerated Benefit.

BECOMING INSURED

To become insured for Life Insurance you must: (a) Be a Member; (b) Complete vour Eligibility Waiting
Period; and (c) Meet the requirements in Life Insurance and Active Work Provisions. The Active
Work requirement does not apply to Members who are retired on the Group Policy Effective Date. The
requirements for becoming insured for coverages other than Life Insurance are set out in the text.

Definition of Member: You are a Member if you are an active Sachem council
Member, manager, or confidential employvee of Sachem
School District prohibited by law from being members of a
collective bargaining unit who is regularly working at least
20 hours each week.

You are not a Member if you are:

A full time member of the armed forces of any country.

This Summary Plan Description applies to an active Sachem Council Member, Manager, or
Confidential Employee of Sachem School District prohibited by law from being members of a
collective bargaining unit. Other classes are also covered under the Plan. Contact your Plan
Administrator for further information.

Eligibility Waiting Period: You are eligible on one of the following dates:
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If you are a Member on the Group Policy Effective Date,
you are eligible on that date.

If you become a Member after the Group Policy Effective
Date, you are eligible on the first day of the calendar
month following the date vou become a Member.

Dependents Life Insurance: You become eligible to have your Dependents insured
under the Group Policy for Dependents Life Insurance on
the later of:

a. The date you become eligible for Life Insurance; and
b. The date vou first acquire a Dependent.

Definition of Dependent: Dependent means your Spouse or Child. Dependent does
not include a person who is a full-time member of the
armed forces of any country.

A Member may not be insured as both a Member and a
Dependent. A Child may not be insured by more than one
Member.

Evidence Of Insurability: Required:
1. For late application for Contributory insurance.
2. For reinstatements if required.

3. For Members and Dependents eligible but not insured
under the Prior Flan.

4. For Members joining the Sachem Teachers Association
more than 31 days after first becoming eligible to join.

5. For any increase resulting from a plan or option
change you elect.

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LIFE INSURANCE

A, Insuring Clause

If you die while insured for Life Insurance, we will pay benefits according to the terms of the Group
Policy after we receive Proof Of Loss satisfactory to us.

B. Amount Of Life Insurance
See Coverage Features for the Life Insurance schedule,
C. Changes In Life Insurance
1. Increases
You must apply in writing for any elective increase in your Life Insurance.

Subject to the Active Work Provisions, an increase in vour Life Insurance becomes effective as
follows:

a. Increases Subject To Evidence Of Insurability

An increase in your Life Insurance subject to Evidence Of Insurability becomes effective on
the first day of the calendar month coinciding with or next following the date we approve
yvour Evidence Of Insurability.

b. Increases Not Subject To Evidence Of Insurability

An increase in your Life Insurance not subject to Evidence Of Insurability becomes effective
on the first day of the calendar month coinciding with or next following the date you apply
for an elective increase or the date of change in your classification., age or Annual
Earnings.

. 2. Decreases

A decrease in your Life Insurance because of a change in your classification, age. or Annual
Earnings becomes effective on the first day of the calendar month coinciding with or next
following the change.

Any other decrease in your Life Insurance becomes effective on the first day of the calendar
month coinciding with or next following the date the Policyholder or your Employer receives
yvour written request for the decrease.

If your Life Insurance decreases, you can apply to buy an individual policy of life insurance for
the amount which is ending, as described in Right To Convert.

D. Suicide Exclusion: Life Insurance

With respect to your Plan 2 Life Insurance, if your death results from suicide or other intentionally
self-inflicted injury, 1 and 2 below apply.

1. The amount payable will exclude the amount of your Life Insurance which is subject to this
suicide exclusion and which has not been continuously in effect for at least 2 years on the date
of your death. In computing the 2-vear period, we will include time you were insured under
the Prior Plan.

2. We will refund all premiums paid for that portion of your Life Insurance which is excluded from
payment under this suicide exclusion.

E. When Life Insurance Becomes Effective

The Coverage Features states whether your Life Insurance is Contributory or Noncontributory.
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Subject to the Active Work Provisions, vour Life Insurance becomes effective as follows:

1.

Life Insurance Subject To Evidence Of Insurability

Life Insurance subject to Evidence Of Insurability becomes effective on the first day of the
calendar month coinciding with or next following the date we approve your Evidence Of

Insurability.

2. Life Insurance Not Subject To Evidence Of Insurability

3.

a. Noncontributory Life Insurance

Noncontributory Life Insurance not subject to Evidence Of Insurability becomes effective on
the date you become eligible.

b. Contributory Life Insurance

You must apply in writing for Contributory Life Insurance and agree to pay premiums.
Contributory Life Insurance not subject to Evidence Of Insurability becomes effective on:

(i) The date you become eligible if you apply on or before that date.
(i) The date you apply if vou apply within 31 days after vou become eligible.

Late application: Evidence Of Insurability is required if vou apply more than 31 days after
you become eligible.

Takeover Provision

a. If you were insured under the Prior Plan on the day before the effective date of your
Employer’s coverage under the Group Policy, your Eligibility Waiting Period is waived on the
effective date of your Employer’s coverage under the Group Policy.

b. You must submit satisfactory Evidence Of Insurability to become insured for Life Insurance
if yvou were eligible under the Prior Plan for more than 31 days but were not insured.

F. When Life Insurance Ends

Your Life Insurance ends automatically on the earliest of:

1. The date the last period ends for which you made a premium contribution, if your insurance is

Contributory.
The date the Group Policy terminates or is amended to terminate coverage for your class; or

The date your employment terminates, unless your insurance is continued under the
Portability Of Insuranee provision or the Waiver Of Premium provision.

The date you cease to be a Member. However, if you cease to be a Member because you are
working less than the required minimum number of hours, your Life Insurance will be
continued with premium payment during the following periods, unless it ends under 1 through
3 above.

a. While your Employer is payving you at least the same Annual Earnings paid to you
immediately before you ceased to be a Member.

b. While your ability to work is limited because of Sickness, accidental Injury, or Pregnancy.
c. During the first 60 days of:
(1) A temporary layoff; or

(2) A strike, lockout, or other general work stoppage caused by a labor dispute between
your collective bargaining unit and yvour Employer.
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
