Requirements:

You must create a digital story using either PHOTO STORY or MOVIEMAKER.  Your movie must include:

· 2 – 3 appropriate artifacts for each of the following categories:

· Society

· Religion

· Economy
· Domestic Policy

· Foreign Policy

· Military

· Introduction frame(s)

· Conclusion frame(s)

· Must include “credits” (that lists where you obtained all artifact photos and illustrations)

· Music that makes sense to the time period or theme of the digital story

· Appropriate narration

 You must also hand in a short paper in which you explain why each of the artifacts was included in the time capsule you found.  You must also attach a copy of your “credits” to this paper.
