= All students will be able to select a music course - General Music 8, Chorus 8, Band 8, or Orchestra 8. During gn
grade, al music courses are part of the 8-period school day. If you are currently participating in a performing music
group and would like to continue, please indicate that below. If you are not presently in a performing music group
and wish to do so during the 2011-2012 school year, an audition will be required. Auditions can be arranged through
the performing music group teachers. Otherwise students should select General Music-8.

All 7" grade English, History, Math and Science teachers will complete 2012-2013 course recommendations by the middle of
January. All students will be scheduled into Art, Physical Education, and Lunch. All student course selections will be posted
on Parent Portal on March 30, 2012. Any student needing an Academic Intervention Service (AlS) course as a result of the
NY S English Language Arts and Math Assessments will be scheduled accordingly. Studentsin the Special Education Program
will be scheduled for Reading, Resource Room or Reteach in place of aLOTE course.
