Graduation Rehearsal is mandatory for all graduates 
(Monday- June 23rd – will start promptly at 10:30 a.m. – arrive no later than 10:15 a.m.!)

*Transportation will not be provided* 
 You will need to find your own transportation so plan accordingly 

During rehearsal, students will:
• Receive their caps and gowns

• Receive 4 indoor tickets – (In the event we need to have an indoor ceremony due to 
weather - limited to 4 tickets per student)

• Pay any outstanding fines

Remember –
